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1  Connecting the Power and Host PC 

1) Connect both the DS-700 and your PC to the same sub network or 

the same Ethernet switch. 

2) Self-test wiring, as follow: 

 DS-712 (RS-232): Short the “RxD” and “TxD” pins. 

 DS-715 (RS-422): Short the “Tx+” to “Rx+” and “Tx-” to “Rx-” pins.
