< Important Note about microSD Card> 

1. Umount the microSD card before unplugging it.  

2. Please do not power off or reboot the VP-25A1 while data is being written to or read from 

the microSD card. 

3. The microSD memory must be formatted in the FAT/EXT2/EXT3 file system.  

4. Scan and repair microSD card if necessary. 

 
 

(2) Putting microSD card into USB microSD card reader, make a copy of the OS 

Image(ex: vp25a1_x.x.bin) and boot.ini to microSD card under /boot/ directory.

< Important Note > 
1. Please pay attention to backup important files first before updating OS image. 

2. Please DO NOT power off or reboot the controller during OS image upgrade, 

otherwise, it may result to a corrupt OS image and cause the controller not to work.
