You must install the XPAC SDK before you can develop any programs. The XPAC SDK is a
Software Development Kit (SDK) that contains C header files, C libraries and other
documents. Below is the step-by-step procedure for installing the XPAC SDKs.

Step 1: Insert the CD into your CD-ROM drive

Step 2: Execute the “XPacSDK_CE_n.n.n.msi” which is located in
CD:\SDK\PlatformSDK

Step 3: Follow the prompts until the installation is complete
