To set 1-8437/1-8837/1-8437-80/1-8837-80's COM3 as Modbus RTU slave port, first power
off the controller. Then press in and hold in the first two buttons on the front panel of the
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"SEL 1" is to set second Modbus RTU slave port baud rate. 1-8417/1-8817's COM2 and I-
8437/1-8837/1-8437-80/1-8837-80's COM3 is second Modbus RTU slave port. Press the

"OK" button (third button on the panel), and the "BAU X" setting will appear.
