WP - 8X3X New Release Note

Overview

The WP-8X3X series is released, following in the WP-8X4X series of the next
generation PAC. To compare with WP-8x4x, it also equips a PXA270 CPU (520
MHz) running a Windows CE.NET 5.0 operating system, variant connectivity (VGA,
USB, Ethernet, RS-232/485) and 1/4/8 slots for high performance parallel I/O
modules and serial-type /O modules.

In addition, WP-8X3X series includes hard real-time capability, small core size, fast
boot speed, interrupt handling at a deeper level, achievable deterministic control
and low cost.

Distinct from WP-8X4X, the WP-8X3X provides the high VGA display resolution, 2
USB port, and 63MB built-In Flash disk.

Step1: Click the combox of Display Resolution/Bpp/Frequency to select the
appropriate items.

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How to enable/display Power management to control turn

The OS have 4 different power states that will be the four states of the internal
power manager state machine.The four states are On /User Idle/System
Idle/Suspend The transition from On to User Idle and User Idle to Suspend is
done after timers expirations

Display off (On to System Idle status)

In this version of WinPAC, the display will be turned off automatically, while the
system state is system idle.

Recovery Display (System Idle to On status)

If you do nothing on WinPAC after 6 minutes (1 user idle time + 5 system idle
time, the display will turn off. You can move mouse or press the keyboard button
to wake up the display (turn the display on)

Modified the system idle timeout
Step1: Click Start -->Control Panel-->Power-->Schemes
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Step2: Select AC Power from Power Scheme
Step3: Modified the time value from "Switch state to System Idle"
Step4: Run WiInPAC utility and click “Save and Reboot” to save the Ul language.
