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How to use VCEP to remotely control and monitor WinPAC 
and ViewPAC from anywhere on the Ethernet 
 

 
 
  The ICP DAS VCEP is designed to help you manage your WinPAC/ViewPAC for any location. 

No matter where you are, the ICP DAS VCEP provides a convenient environment on your PC to 

remotely control the WinPAC and ViewPAC, capture screen of the WinCE PAC on PC, and 

synchronize files on the two sides and record screen activity to video. 

  The ICP DAS VCEP is composed of two main components: one is the ‘Server’ running on 

WinCE PAC and the other is the ‘Client’ running on a regular PC. Once a connection is 

established between the client and server, the client periodically requests screen updates and 

sends mouse/key events to the server.

1. Linking the WinPAC or ViewPAC via the LAN 
 

  You just need to run the VCEP server on PAC controller, and then configure the VCEP 

client on the PC. The VCEP client would scan all the servers on the LAN automatically and 

list them for you to select one server to link with.

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2. Linking the WinPAC or ViewPAC via the WAN

  Get the IP Address of the PAC by double-clicking the connection icon on the task bar of 

the PAC.

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3. How to connect the host PC from WinPAC/ViewPAC server with 
VCEP v5.x and later  
In some situation, WinPAC/XPAC/ViewPAC only has private IP in LAN, but needs to 

communicate with PC in WAN. It needs VCEP version 5.0 and later.  

 
    
   Step 1: Make sure the VCEP server and client is version 5.0 or later. 
    On the server side

   Step 2: On the server side (PAC), execute the VCEP, click “File” -> “Configure”. 

             
Step 3: Check ‘Connect to client’ and assign two ‘Client Addr.’ for active connection from 

WinPAC/ XPAC/ViewPAC and press the OK button.  

       If the first ‘Primary Client Addr.’ cannot be connected to, VCEP will connect to the 
second ‘Secondary Client Addr’ automatically. If the connection of the first ‘Client 
Addr.’ restore, you have to disconnect the second connection manually to connect 
to the first one. The ‘Retry Cycle’ means the time between two connections 

             
PC side: 
   Step 4: Click the “New” button to add a new connection. 
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Step 5:   

  5.1  Enter a name in the “Name” textbox 
    5.2  Choose the “‘Connect From Server” item from the “Connection Type” comboBox 

  5.3  Enter the port number as which is set in the PAC in the “Port: ” textbox. 
(The ‘Port’ number should be the same with the ‘Port’ number at Step 3.) 

  5.4  Click the “OK” button. 

         
 

Step 6: Press the ‘Connect’ button and have patient waiting the connection from 
WinPAC/ViewPAC. 
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4. Reboot mode for VCEP server always on 
 

When the PAC boots with the Rotary Switch set in the 6 position, the VCEP server runs 

automatically and keeps on over the period of PAC running time. It guarantees that the VCEP 

server works, even though the PAC reboots or the VCEP server is closed unexpectedly.    

 
 
Tips & Warnings  
 

To use the mode of the VCEP server always on with setting the Rotary Switch in the 6 position, 

update the OS to 

1. V1.4.2.1 or later on the WP-8x4x.  

2. V1.1.0.0 or later on the VP-25Wx. 

3. V1.1.1.1 or later on the VP-23Wx. 
 

 
  Step 1: Turn the rotary switch to “6”, as shown below, and then reboot the PAC. 

   

 
 

           
 

Step 2: Run the steps in Client configuration on PC Side in the section according to 

your connection type above. (WAN or LAN)

  This mode sets the 

v_remote.exe (VCEP server) to 

start automatically at system 

startup and the server close.
