The PACSDK is a software development kits that contain the header files, libraries,
documentation and tools required to develop applications for XPAC, WinPAC and ViewPAC

series devices.

The SDK library files, PACSDK.dII, PACSDK_PWM.dII, PACSDK.lib, and PACSDK_PWM.lib, are used to
develop VC programs for XPAC series devices. The .NET Framework library used for both of the
platforms is the PACNET.dII file, which can be shared for all platforms.

“Properties” from the menu. Click the “Details” tab. You can determine which platform

the PACSDK.dII file applies to by checking the information in the “File description” item.
